• The undeiwriting Joss for the period ended 30th September 201 9 is !\ED 12 mi ll ion in 
comparison with loss of ARO 11.4 mi ll ion for the nine months period ended on JO 
September 20 18. 

The nel investment results for the period registered a gain of AED 24.5 million for the 
nine months Period ended on 30 September 2019 compared AED 9.4 million gains for 
the nine months period ended on 30 September 2018. 

The net profit for the nine months' period ended on 30 September 20 19 is AF.D 3.7 
million compared to a loss of AF.0 9.4 million for the nine months period ended on 30 
September 2018. 

• The total <issets of the Group stood at AF.O 47 1.4 million as of 30 September 2019 
against AED 548.2 mil lion as of:l I December 20 18. 

• The total capital and reserves attributable to the Company's equity holders arc AF.D 
91.7 million as of 30 September 2019 against AED 105.2 million on 31 December

for the period from 1 January 20 19 to 30 St:ptcmber 20 l9 and explanatory notes. Management is 
rcsponsi ble for the preparation and presentation of these consolidated interin1 fioaneial statements in 
accordance with International Financial Reporting Standard IAS 34 consolidated interim Financial 
Reporting ("lAS 34"). Our responsibility is to express a conclusion on these consol idated interim 
financial statements based on our review. 

Scope of rel'iew 
We conducted our review in accordance with intcmational Standards on Review Engagements 2410, 
"Review of consolidated interim Financial Information Performed by the hldepcndcm Auditor of the 
group." A review of financial infonnation consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons 
responsible for financial and accounting matters, and applying anal)'tical and other review proccdurc5. 
A review is substantial ly less in scope limn an audit conducted in accordance with International 
Standards on Auditing and consequently docs not enable us to obtau1 assurance that we would 
become aware nf all significant matters thAt might be iden tified in an aud it. Accordingly, we do not 
express an audit opinion.

As discussed in Note 3 lo the consolidared interim financial ~1atements, as of the end of the 
rcpo11ing period. Lhe Group·~ cash flows used in operating activities amounting to AI:D

Couscqucntly. we were unable to oonlinn or dispel whether it is 
appropriate to prepare the consolidalcd intt.'Tim financial statements using the gomg concem 
basis of accounting. 

• During the period !he Group has incurred penalties from the Federal Tax Authority amounling 
to AED 6, I 06,635 due to not submilling pa)~nents of due taxes, while total penalties as of the 
date of the report were AED 15,507,224.

20. RlSJ<MA1'AGEMENT 

The group monitors and manages the financial risks relating to its b11siness und op~ralions. 
Thetit: 1isks include insunmce ri sk, cop iLal 1isk, credit ri sk, interest rate risk, market risk, foreign 
cu1rency 1isk and liquidity risk. 

111c group seeks to minimize the effects of these 1isks by diversifying 1he »<>urccs of its capital. 
It maintains timely reports about its risk management fimction and monitors risks and policies 
implemented to mitigate risk exposures. 

a) f11surance risk 
The risk under any one insurnnce concracl is the possibility that the insured event occurs 

and the uncertainty of the amount of the resulting claim. 13y the nature of an insurance 
contmcl, this risk is random and therefore unpredictable. 

For a portfolio of insurance cnntracts where the lhe.t>ry of probabil ity is app lied l.o pricing 
and provisioning, the p1incipal 1isk that the company faces under its insurance conlracts is 
that the actual claims and benefit payments exceed the eslimalcd amount of the insurance 
liabilities. This could occur because the frequency or severity of claims and benefits are 
!,'Tealer that estimated. Insurance evenL~ arc random and the actual number and amount of 
claims and benefits will vary from period to period from the eslimatc estublisbe<l using 

statistical techniques. 

Experience shows that the larger tht: portfo lio of similar insurance contracts, the smaller the 
rela tive vmiahi lity about the expected outcome will be. In addition, a more diversified 
po11folio i$ Jess likely to be aftecled across the board by a change in any subset of the 
poitfolio. The group has developed its insurance underwriting slrn tegy lo diversify the type 

of insunmce risks accepted ancl withi n each of these categories In achieve a sufiiciently 
large population of 1isks to reduce the variability of the expected outcome. 

The group manages risks tlu'Ough it~ underwriting stnitegy, adequate reinsurance 

arrangements and proactive claims handling. The underwriting strategy auempts lo ensure 
that the underwrillen risks arc well diversified in tcnns of type and amount of risk. industry 
and geography. Underwriting limits 11re in place to enforce appropriate risk selection 
criteria. 
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b) Capital risk 
The group's objectives when managing capital arc : 

To comply with the insurance capital requirements required by {;AE Federal I.aw No. 6 of 
2007 concerning the fonm1tion orTnsurance Autho1ity of UAE. 
To ~a lcguarcl the company's ability tl> continue as a going concern so that it can continue to 
provide returns for shareholders and benefits for other stakeholders. 
To provide an adequate rctum to shareholders by pricing insurance contracts 
commensurately with the level ofrisk . 

.In UAE, the locul insurance regulc1tor specifics tbe minimum amount and type of capital 
that mus! be held by the company in relation to its insurance liabilities. The minimum 
required capital (Jlresenled in the table below} must be maintained at all times tluoughout 
the period. The company is subject to local lllsurance solvency re!,,'lllations with which ii 
bas complied with during the period.

Amounts due from banks for its balances and lixcd deposits (Nole I 0 (a)). 

The group lrns mloplcd a policy of only dealing with crccl itwo11hy Cotlllter1>11rties as a means 
of mi tigating the 1isk of financial loss from defaults. TI1c group's exposure and the credit 
ratings of irs countcrpartics are c.-ontinuously monitored and the aggregate value of 
rran~acLions conclude<l is spread amongst approved counrcrparlies. Credi! exposure i~ 

controlled by counter party l imit~ that arc reviewed and approved by the management 
a1rnual l y. 
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Re-insurance is used to manage insurance risk. This docs not, however, dischi1rge the 
company's liahil ily as primary insurer. If a re-insurer fai ls to pay a claim for any reason, the 
company remains liable for the paymcnL to the policy holder. The creclitwo11hiness of rc­
insurers is con~itlered on an annual basis hy reviewing their financial strength prior to 
finalization of any conlrac.t. 

The group maintains record of the pa)~nent h.isto1y for significant contract holders with 
whom ii conducts regular business. The exposure to individua l counte11mrties is also 
managed by other mechanisms, such as the right of offset where counterparlies are both 
debtors and creditors of the company. Management infom1ation reported to the group 
includes details of provisions for impainnent on insurance receivabl.es and subsequent write 
offa . Exposures to individual policy holders and groups of policy ho lders are collected 
within the ongoing monitoring of the controls. Where there exists significant exposure to 
ind ividual policy holders, or homogenous groups of policy ho lders, a financial analysis 
equivalent to that conducted for re-insurers is carried out by the group. 

The canying umount of financial assets recorded in the consolidated interim financial 
statements, which is net of impainnmt losses, represents the group's maximum exposure to 
credit risk for such receivables and liquid funds . 

d) Interest rate risk 
Interest rate iisk is the risk that the value of a financial inst111mcnt will flucniate due to 
changes in market interest rate. The group is exposed to interest rate risk on financial assets 
and borrowings from banks. The interest rates arc subject lo periodic revisions. 

e) 1'vJ:.11ket ti~k 

Market prices 1isk is Lhe risk Lhat the value of a financial inst111mcnt will fluct1iatc as a 
result of changes in market prices, whether those changes arc caused by factors specific to 
the individual instrument or it~ issue or factors affecting all instrnmcnts traded in the 
market. 

Tbe group is exposed Lo market ri sk wi th respect to its investments in financial assets 
available for sale, investments designated at fair val\le through profit or loss and 
invest1J1ents properties. 

I) Forei~n currency risk 
The group undertakes certain trnnsactions denominated in foreign cmTcncies, which 
imposes so1t of risk due to fluctuations in exchange rates during the period. The UA F. 
Dirham is effectively pegged to the US Dollar, lhus foreign cun-ency risk occurs only in 
respect of other c\lrrencies. The group maintains policies and procedures In manage the 
ex change rate risk exposure. 

g) T.iq uidity risk 
The group's board of directors adopted an appropriacc liquidity risk management framework 
as the responsibility of liquidity risk management rests with them.
